17) What is reasonableness?

What most people would think reasonable, not what a particular person thinks reasonable

18) What is the information that is voluntarily made public when using a telephone?

The number dialed, the length of the call, the frequency, the time, and the identity of the person called

19) What is interception?

Means real-time interception, tap on the internet line, monitoring everything that is passed across the network, a program that monitors every keystroke typed on a keyboard.

20) What are the exceptions to ECPA?

Keeping a log of messages sent and received

Assist an authorized law enforcement official to intercept a message

Intercept messages when necessary to assure the continuation of service
